It firing pin indent on primer appears normal {in comparison with
similar previously fired rounds) assume faulty ammunition; segregate mis-
fired round from other live ammunition and empty cases, reload and carry
on firing.

Colt Pony Double Action, 380 and 9mm Auto semi-automatic pistols incorporate
several positive safety device's which, if properly employed, can minimize

the danger of accidental firing. These safety devices are described on the
following pages.

Trigger Guard

The Trigger Guard is a metal loop around the trigger to protect it from damage
and to help prevent accidental discharge.

Safety Stop on Hammer

The Safety Stop is a flat shelf-like surface on the hammer which functions as an
automatic safety device. It will engage the sear to prevent the hammer from
falling fully forward unintentionally and will insure against uncontrolled automatic
fire. Its main function in this pistol is to prevent the hammer from striking the
firing pin when the hammer returns forward as the slide goes forward in its
narmal action cycle.

Disconnector

This safety device prevents a round being fired before it is in the chamber
with slide and barrel locked. When slide is not fully forward the Disconnector is
depressed,; its lower part disengages the drawbar, so that the hammer cannot
be released if ihe irigger is squeezed, However, when slide and barrel are
locked, a spring pushes the Disconnector up into a recess in the slide; this
links trigger, drawbar and hammer so that the pistol ¢can be fired by squeezing
the trigger.

CAUTION;: NEVER ATTEMPT TO CHECK OR DEMONSTRATE THE
DISCONNECTOR FUNCTION WITH A LOADED PISTOL. Pushing on the
muzzle with your hand or any other portlon of the body is extremely
dangerous and could result in accidental discharge causing injury,
death, or damage to property.

Inertia Firing Pin

The Firing Pin, which is shorter than its housing, is held to the rear by a spring
and cannot protrude through face of slide unless a hammer blow overcomes the
spring force and the inertia of the pin, This will occur when the hammer falls.

Firing Pin Lock

The Firing Pin Lock engages the firing pin to prevent its movement until the
trigger is squeezed. Housed in the slide, ihe Firing Pin Lock is pushed up into
engagement with the firing pin by the ejector. The Firing Pin Lock is spring
loaded so that it is pushed down out of engagement with the firing pin when the
gjector rotates forward. The ejector moves forward only when the trigger is
pulled to the point of releasing the hammer. In this way, when struck by the
hammer, the firing pin is free to move forward and discharge the pistol. This
safety device minimizes the risk of accidental discharge through mishandling
such as when a loaded pistol is dropped or receives a blow to the muzzle.

IMPORTANT: These safety devices are designed and installed in this pistol

to prevent accidental discharge. Of course, this Colt pistol is designed primarily
to discharge bullets, and it will do this efficiently when il is loaded and you
squeeze lhe trigger. Always expect the gun to fire when you squeeze the lrigger.

SECTION 4 - . ~ FUNCTION

A Colt Pony, or Pocket Nine, double action only, semi-automatic pistol is ready
to fire when there is a round in the chamber. To put a round in the chamber you
ingert a loaded magazine into the pistal. Then you puli the slide fully back and
release it. The slide goes forward and feeds a round from the magazine into the
chamber Final slide movement locks barrel and slide together and allows the
disconnector o move up.

You may now fire the pistol just by squeezing the trigger. By puliing the trigger
fully rearward it both cocks and releases the hammer to fire the pistol. You can
fire it even with the magazine removed.

Squeezing the lrigger moves the drawbar forward. The drawbar lug engages the
hook plate on the underside of the hammer to begin cocking the hammer. Final
trigger movement cams the drawbar lug out of engagement with the hammer
hook 1o release the hammer, Meanwhile, the lug also acls on the sear which
rotates the ejector forward allowing the firing pin lock to move down and clear
the firing pin.

The hammer pivots forward under the force of the hammer spring te strike the
firing pin. The firing pin strikes the primer in the base of the cartridge. Energy
imparted to the primer ignites 1the priming compound that ignites the main
powder charge. The fast burning powder, rapidly generates extremely high
gas pressure to drive the bullet down the barrel. Rifling grooves in the barrel
impart stabilizing spin to 1he bullet so that it will follow a more accurate path
to the target.

Meanwhile, gas pressure applies force rearward on the breech face. This starts
the slide and barrel on their rearward travel in recoil. The barre!l unlocks from the
slide only after the bullet has left the barrel and gas pressure is down to a safe
level. The barrel stops, but the slide continues to move rearward compressing
the recoil spring. The slide moves over the disconnector and pushes it down
along with the drawbar. This allows the sear, ejector and firing pin lock to return
ta their original position. At the same time, the extractor holds the spent car-
tridge case on the breech face unti! the slide moves far enough back for the
spent case to strike the ejector. This pivots the spent case out through the
ejection port. The slide continues rearward until the breech face is behind the
base of the nexi round in the magazine.
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If the magazine is empty, the slide will stay open. If there is a round in the
rmagagzine, the siide will not stay open. The recoil spring will force the slide
forward to feed the next round into the chamber. The hammer will follow the
slide forward until the sear stops it on the safety stop.

To fire the next round and repeat the action cycle, you must release the trigger,
allowing it to return fully forward, and squeeze it again.

Also note that if the pisto! is fired after the magazine has been removed the
slide will not stay open.

. AMMUNITION SELECTION -

Colt firearms are designed to function with a variety of brands and types of
factory-manufactured ammunition in the appropriate caliber: but not all
ammunition produces the same result. Colt recommends that after you read and
understand this manual, you go 1o the range and fire different ammunition which
Is appropriate to the caliber of your firearm. Once you find the ammunition
which functions best, keep using it. Every time before loading your pistol,
examine the ammunition, particularly on and around the primer. Lock for
dents, scratches and other signs of damage. Do not load

damaged ammunition.

NOTE: The use of high performance ammunition will accelerate wear in alumi-

num Pocketlite pistols. @

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SECTION 5 ' MAINTENANCE

Like any other precision mechanism, your pistol will function better, last longer,
and remain safer when it is properly maintained. Follow the advice in this
section to keep your pistol in peak condition. Keep your pistol clean and
properly lubricated to prolong its reliable life.

CAUTIONS:

1. ENSURE THAT MAGAZINE [S REMOVED AND THE PISTOL IS NOT LOADED
BEFORE STRIPPING AND CLEANING, so that pistol will not fire.

2, WEAR SAFETY GLASSES in case you lose control of some spring loaded
component such as the recoil spring or guide which could injure your eyes,

"WHEN TO CLEAN

You should clean your pistol as soon after firing as possible so that the job will
be easier and there will be less opportunity for corrosion to start. When your
pistol has not been fired, clean it periodically; we suggest once or twice a year
in a temperate climate, or as often as once a month in a tropical climate. If you
carry a loaded pistoi, UNLOAD it and clean it at least once a month. It you get
your pistol wet, clean it as soon as possible.

" HOW TO CLEAN AND.LUBRICATE:

The following cleaning procedure may be used both periodically and after firing;
however, thase items marked “*" are unnecessary for periodic ¢leaning.

Materlals: Cleaning rod, cotton flannel patches (cut to fit snugly into the bore),
a small toothbrush, good quality fight gun oil, *gun cleaning solution, and *a
brass wire bristle bore cleaning brush.

NOTE: In freezing conditicns (below 32°F or 0° C) avoid the use of oil for
lubrication; instead apply dry lubricant sparingly.

| Procedure |
1. CAUTION: ENSURE THAT THE PISTOL IS NOT LOADED.

2. Strip for cleaning as previously described.

NOTE: Avoid contact between cleaning rod and muzzle as resultant wear will
reduce accuracy. To avoid damaging the muzzle always clean from breech
end forward.

3. Attach cotton {lannel patch to end of cleaning rod, insert it in breech and pass
rod and patch down through barrel. Repeat, changing palches until last patch
comes out clean.

4. Inspect barrel by looking through it; if it is clean, proceed directly 1o siep 7,
but if it remains dirty, continue with step 5.

5. *(NOTE: This item should be applicable only after firing). Attach brass wire
bristle brush to ¢leaning rod and dip brush in gun cleaning sclution. Thoroughly
scrub out barrel, passing the brush all the way through before reversing the
movement, If you try to change direction with brush in barrel, the brush will stick.

6. Repeat steps 3 and 4 above.
7. Clean rear face of barrel and face of slide, using a small toothbrush.
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8, Lightly moisten a flannel patch with gun il and pass it once through barrel,
leaving a thin film of ail on the inside surface. Leave this film of oil on the inside
surface if pistol is 1o be stored. If it is not to be stored, or if it is being removed
from slorage for use, pass a dry patch through the barrel to remove as much oil
as possible especially from the chamber in the rear of barrel.

9. Check that flannel threads or brush bristies are not stuck in any part of the
pistol. Wipe all the metal surfaces you can reach with a flannel patch lightly
moistened with gun oil. (See NOTE on cold weather lubrication).

10. Wipe the:

—barrel on the cutside, —slide rails insida the slide and on the receiver.

11. Put ene small drop of oil on he:

—locking greove inside the slide —hammer pivot pin —trigger pival pin
—sear pivot pin —pivol points on the drawbar —disconneclor

Note that slide movement will spread oll to other areas.
12. Wipe away any excess oil.
13. Reassemble pistol as previously described

14. Again wipe external surfaces with ol meistened patch to remove any finger
prints. (Finger maisture, if left, could start corrosion process). (See NOTE on
cold weather lubrication).

15. Remove any gun cleaning solution and oil {rom the stock.
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CLEANING THE MAGAZINE - 380 AUTO

It is advisable to clean the magazine(s) whenever the pistol is cleaned. To
disassemble the magazine, remove the magazine follower and spring by
depressing them with a piece of wood (pen or pencil) about two inches into the
magazine and inserting a thin rod {small screwdriver) threugh lower of the front
two holes in the magazine body. This will hold the spring under tension. Turn
the magazine upside down anag lightly tap it sa that the follower falls away from
the spring; lift out the follower from the magazine body. Push down on spring

to take up the spring tension, remove the thin rod and allow the spring to extend,
then remove it completely. Do not attempt to remove the base extension.

Clean all three companents, taking care to remecve carbon deposits from the
lips of the magazine and the magazine follower. Wipe components with lightly
oiled cloth and reassemble.

To assemble the magazine, place spring correctly criented, i.e., with loop
upperrmost pointing forward, into the magazine body. Compress spring and
insert thin rod as for dismantling. Place follower in rnagazine as illustrated (See
Figure 10), take up spring tensicon, remove thin red and allow spring to reassert
its influence on the follower.

CLEANING THE MAGAZINE — POCKET NINE '

It is advisable to clean the magazine(s) whenever 1he pistal, is cleaned.
Cautton must be exercised when disassembling the magazine as the
magazine spring is compressed and will fly out when released. Always
wear saftey glasses when dlsassembling or assembling. To disassemble
magazine: after making sure the magazine is unloaded, remove the base plate
by depressing the retaining plate release button as shown in Figure 15 and
sliding base plate off as shown.

Wipe components with lightly ciled cloth and
reassemble.
